On December 16, 2021, the EPA (Environmental Protection
Agency) announced the next steps to strengthen the
regulatory framework on lead in drinking water.

The Lead and Copper Rule Revisions (LCRR) amend the Lead
and Copper Rule. All public water systems are required to
comply with the LCRR starting October 16, 2024, but the City
is already taking action.
