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Impact Fees:
Ordinance Amended

City council voted to enact an
amendment to the water-wastewater
impact fee ordinance on September
18, 2018. The amendment provides for
an exemption to the water-wastewater
impact fees for individual single-family
dwellings which are using private
water wells and septic systems and
desire to connect to the City’s water
and sanitary sewer utilities. The Living
Unit Equivalents (LUEs) for such single-
family structures would be defined as
zero, having no impact on the system
capacity, and impact fees would not be
collected. The amendment only applies
to single-family structures that were
in existence prior to January 1, 2008.
The required public hearing was held
on September 18, 2018 and council
unanimously approved the amendment.

Normal tap fees are not exempt
and must still be paid. For more
